In order to gather information about the funeral service industry in Don’t Believe Everything You See, she immersed herself in the funeral business working all aspects of ‘death’ in a Calgary funeral home and, further intrigued, enrolled in a funeral director course.  
    “When I choose a subject to write about I do a great deal of research so my books are not only entertaining, but realistic,” says Richardson.  “Don’t Believe Everything You See is not only packed with valuable somewhat-edgy inside information on the funeral industry and the folks who deal with death so intimately every day, but it gives a better understanding about death itself and the grieving process.”
      Living part-time in Puerto Vallarta also helped Richardson paint factual and vivid descriptions of Mexico’s lush landscapes, romantic beaches and a personal depiction of the culture of the people of this seaside paradise.
    “If a reader goes to Puerto Vallarta, they can actually experience things in the book”, notes Richardson.
     Along with her rich plot, Richardson has created a memorable cast of plausible – and implausible suspects: from a soon-to-be ex husband who doesn’t want to say goodbye to ‘Easy Street’ to the current lover who keeps coming back from the dead.
      Richardson believes every author has a signature element and hers is to put a twist at the end that not only keeps the story open for a sequel, but leaves her audience gasping for more. 
        “Just when my readers think they have it figured out, they’ll get to the last page and be left speechless. And that’s why you… Don’t Believe Everything You See!” adds Richardson.
