     It was easy getting information on setting fires.  She started at the public library when she was just 15.  In her career as an arsonist…she’d destroyed two restaurants, a bookstore and a church.  In Atlanta, she burned a racing stable.      Richardson takes you deep into the fiery world of firefighters as they battle to save buildings from a female arsonist on a mission to not only destroy property, but also the department itself – one firefighter at a time.

     What makes Flashpoint so intriguing is not only Richardson’s eye for detail and talent for suspense, but her incredibly realistic description.  In preparation for writing Flashpoint she spent considerable time inside the fire halls across Canada training and experiencing first-hand the dangers firefighters face every day.  

     “When I chose a subject to write about I do a great deal of research so my books are not only entertaining, but realistic,” says Richardson. “Flashpoint brings home how fire is a living, breathing demon with a mind all its own.  It is capable of destroying everything in its path with little or no warning and can change directions with no more than a shift in the wind.”
     Flashpoint follows a female arsonist while telling of the life and death situations firefighters face each day and the family support system that stands behind them. 
     Three women will cross the paths of the crew from Fire Hall No. 5 but only one will plan their death.  With all the "usual suspects" – and a few that will surprise you - this mystery will draw you in like smoke draws firefighters into a burning building.  Just when you think you have it figured out, Richardson adds ‘more fuel to the fire’ as she brings you to a stunning conclusion.
      With inside knowledge on how the mind of an arsonist works, Richardson captures the searing reality that firefighters face every day.  A dangerous intruder, fire can suck the life out of its victims in a matter of minutes and injures or claims the life of at least one firefighter every day.
      Flashpoint not only brings home the smoke, the sweat, the tears of a job not meant for the weak of body, mind and soul, but also weaves a suspenseful story of revenge as it takes you into the mind of a serial arsonist.  

     “Ordinary citizens call upon firefighters in their most desperate time of need. “Flashpoint is dedicated to all those brave men and women who risk their lives for a living,” notes Richardson.
